Unit 4 Culminating Activity: Five Paragraph Essay
1945-1980: Who was Canada’s Greatest Canadian?
Task: You will be watching three episodes of CBC’s  “The Greatest Canadian” on Tommy Douglas, Lester B. Pearson and Pierre Elliott Trudeau.

During each episode you will take notes from the films using a T-Chart which lists the arguments presented in each episode as to why the candidate should be considered the Greatest Canadian.  Beside each argument, list the evidence the presenter gives to demonstrate/prove these arguments. Here is an example:
Position: Don Cherry is the Greatest Canadian

Now, make a judgment using the criteria we created as a class as to what makes a truly great historical figure, select who you think was the Greatest Canadian in this era.

Assignment: You will write a persuasive 5 paragraph essay convincing the reader why the person you chose should be considered a truly great Canadian figure.

1. Write a clear thesis statement that indicates your position (opinion)

2. Use the handout “Greatest Canadian Essay Outline”  to organize the three body paragraphs in your essay

3. Develop a good introduction and a concluding paragraph to complete the five paragraph essay.  Your final essay should be typed.
4. Submit your final essay and your planning chart to your teacher for a mark out of 100. Your rubric is on the back of this sheet.
